Between the City of Bedford and the White River Humane Society

Thig agreement made and entered into this 11 _dayof Dege ol 2024 by and
between the City of Bedford, hereinafter referred to as “Partner”, and the White River Humane
Society, a nonprofit S01(c}3) corporation, hereinafter referred to as “Goelety™s and located at
3511 Pumphouse Road, Bedford, Indiana 47241.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the Pariner has established and hes passed andmal control ordinances which
prohibit at large dogs and cats; and for the provision for the inoculation of dogs against rabies;
and other provisions fo promote the health, welfare, and safety of humans and animals, and

WHERFEAS the Partner deems it advisable, and for the best interest of the Pariner, to execuie @
contractual agreement with the Society to provide for the care and keeping of impounded dogs
and cats resulting from the enforcement of Partner Animal Control Ordinances and Indiana
Cordes.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of these premises it is mutually and contractually agreed
between the parties heveto ag follows: .

Society Obligations i

1. Seciety will maintain a shetter and care for stray cats and dogs {anbmals af large)
relinguished to it by the Partoer Animal Control Officer,

2. Rociety shall continue to operate as a wholly independent and autonomious organization
and gontractor.

3, Sopiety shall only provide services 1o ghe Partner specified within this contractual
agreement unless otherwise agreed upon by the Society and the Partnier sind this
comtractual agreement is amended to Teflect the agresd upen change(s) in services and
fees if any.

4, Society will operate the shelter in a manner that promotes conveniencs (o the public. For
the purposs of transacting business in comection with the duties agreed upon by bath
purties under this contractual agreement, Soclety operational hours are as follows!
Monduy: 8ams-6pm; Tuesday: Sam-6ptn; Wednesday: 8am-5pmy; Thursday: Sam-~-5pm;
Friday: Bam-Gpm; Baturday: 8am-4pm; Sundey: CLOSED

5. Society shall exclusively appoint atl Bosrd of Directors members, hereinafter referred to
a5 “BODY, according fo Society policy and procedures. However, the City shall appoint
# representative to serve as a liaison for the City. The City Haison shall be entitled to
attend all meetings, including excoutive sessions of the Society, and shall be entitled to
recelve any and all financial information of the Society. Bociety shall notify the lalson _
of meeting times and locations. .

6. Society shall, at is sole discretion, hire and triin employees, volunteers, and agents for ‘
the carrying out of responsibilities within this contractual agreement.




Society shall develop, conduct, record, and report to Partner, training, and continuing
education for Animal Control Officers regarding the general Society dog and eat
imponndment process and procedures and Society operations.

Enforeoment of Antronl Regulation Laws

. Bociety shall; through #ts BOD, shelier employees, voluntecrs, and agents; diligently

exforee all animal laws, codes, and ordinances relevant to Society operations and this
contractugl agreement.

The County of Lawrence, the Cities of Bedford and Mitchell, and the Town of Oolitie
huve separate animal control contracts with Society.

The Society will have the responsibility for the care {including food, water, and shelter)
of those dogs and cats remanded to it by the Partner.

The Society wiil adhere to a five (5) business day stray dog and stray cat old period
where Society business days include Monday through and including Ssturday exclusive
of Sunday and nationally recognized holidays, and after which, and on the stxth (6
business day of impoundment; Society shall have legal ownership of the dog or cat and
provide for same 4s it deems appropriate and according to Society policies and
procedures.

The Society shall evaluate the medical condition of all icoming dogs and cats
impounded at its facility. The Society and its veterinary medical services provider(s)
shall determine medical care and treatment required of dogs and cats impounded at the
Society. The Socisty shall sssume firancial responsibility for veterinary medical case of
dogs and cats impounded by the Partner except for the following:

a. When the owner of the impounded dog or cat secks the return of their animal
within the five (5) business day stray hold period during which time veterinary
medical care was roasonable and necessary to ease the pain and suffering of the
animal. I this case, owner shall reimburse Society for all costs of care, keeping
and Ssviety pendlties, as well as medical costs.

. When thie owner of the impounded dog or cat seeks the return of their animal after
the fve {5) business day stray hold period during which time veterinary medical
care wai reasonable and nocessary to ease the pain and suffering of the animal. fu
this case, owner shall reimburse Society for all costs of care, keeping; pet
adoption fee; Society penalties; and medical costs.

County Ovdinance 6-2-2-3; Lawrence County Ordinance 6-2-2-4; the ewner shall
retmburse Society for the cost of the animal’s cave and keeping where costs of
cate inelude medical care provided by a veterinarian te that animal to sase iis pain
and suffering.

The Bociety shall pursue all cash reimbursements for care and keeping of dogs and/or
cats provided to it undet Indiana Codes, County Ordinances, the contents of this
coniraciual agroement, fad Society policy and to the fullest extent of the law.

The Society, when the situstion is warranted by the facts, will report o the Parfaer
Amimal Control Officer and/or Partner Police Department, vielations of Partner
ordinmnces relating to stimal control and regulations.




Society Communications

Gociety shall create, maintain, and communicate complete and accurate records of & type, format,
ontent, reporting schedule, and distribution mutually agreed upon by Society and Partner.

Remuneration to Society for Animal Control Sevvices

1t is undetstood and agreed that the sontract sum i caloulated and geerued on 4 per animal basis
at a rate of $380.00, per animal. White River Humans Society will invoice o a monthly basis,
with the invoice matled within the first five calendar days following the month. Payment by the
PARTNER, is due upon seceipt or before the end of the month following the service month
{tvaiced, in accordance with banking instructions from Society.

PARTNER agrees o pay an sdditional charge of $100, per incident, should PARTNER reguire
afier hour assistance with iiake, sheltering, or care of domestic animal outside of regular kours
of operation as outlined in this agreement.

Applicability of New or Revised Andral Controf Ordinances

T is understood and agreed by the PARTNER and the Society that in the event the PARTNER
antmal control ordinances are superseded or revised to cause the level of services to be
performed by the Society under this spreement fo be increased, then such provisions shall be
communicated to the Sociaty President prior to their implementation and enforcement. Society
andt PARTNER shall meet at their eatliest convenience and prior to the implementation of the
suparseded or revised ordinauce to discuss the impact of the changes on and necassity fora
revision to the annual contract.

Indermificntion

The PARTNER will indoranify and hold harmless the Sociely from all demands, claims, causes
of action or judgments, and from all expenses that way be incorred in investigating or resisting
the sarme, atiging from, or prowing out of, any act of the Society, in contection with the
fulfiflment of Socisty responsibilities associated with this contractual agreement.

Copiract Not Assignable

Neither Society nor PARTNER shall have the right, authority, or power to s¢fl, morigage, of
assign this contract or the powers granted to it, or any interest therein, nor any right, power, of
authesity to allow or permit any other petson of party to have any interest in or use any pati off
the premises owied by the Society for any purpose whatsoever without the peior and written
consent of the Society.




Conelusion

It is mutually understood and agreed by the parties hereto that this agreement shglt continue in
effect for One (1) Year from date hereof However, it is fully agreed that this contract may be
terminated by Society or PARTNER upon Sixty (60) Days written notice to the other of an
intention to terminate this agreement or an agreement to exter info A new agreement. The
Society and PARTNER shall meet on or about Ninety (90) days from the Twelve (12) month
expiration date of this contractual agreement fo review the terms and conditions of any
subsequent contractual agreement between the Society and PARTNER for the provision of
anfmal control services. This agreement may be modified or changed only upon the written
congent of the parties hereto.

Warranties

Each party to this confract warrants the following:

t. This contract constitutes a valid, binding, snd enforeesble agreement of the pasties; and

2 The execution of this contract and the performance of iis obligations are within the
parly’s powers; have been authorized by afl nocessary action on behalf of the parties, do
not cobstitete o breach by the party of any agreement with another party; and will not
gause 2 breach by the party of any duty arising at law or in equity; and

3. “The parties possess the financial capacity to perform gl their respective obligations under
this contract.

4, "The parties agres that the failurs of any of the abeve representations and warranties to be
tewe during the term of this contract shall constitute a material breach of this contract, and
the non-breaching party shall have the right, upon notice to the breaching party, to
inumnediately terrminate this contractual agreement, All amounts outstanding hereunder
shall be immadiately due and payable. Court costs and other costs and expenses,
incinding reasonable attorney’s fees incurred in the collection of any amounts due
heveunder, may also be recovered by the non- breaching party.

Severability

Should any provision of this contract be declared invalid for any reason, such decision shall not
affect the validity of any other provisions, which other provisions shall remain in force and effect
as if this contractual agresmient had been executed with the in-valid provision(s) eliminated, and
it is hereby declared the intention of the parties that they would have executed the other
provisions of this contract without including therein such provision(s) which may for any redson
he herealter declared invalid, .

Now-Walver

The failure of Society or the PARTNER fo exercise any right, power or option arising ueder this
condract, or to insist upon strict compilance with the terms of this contract, shall not constitute 4
watver of fae jerms mnd condifons of this conteact with respect to any other or subsequent breach
thereof, nor . waiver by Society or the Patiner of their rights at any time thereafler to require
sxact and strict complians with sl the terms hereof.




Survivability of Payment Obligations, Rights, snd Remedies

Provided the Society has not defaulted in the performance of its obligations under this contract,
the obligation of the PARTNER to make payments as herein set forth shall continue until fully
performed. Any rights and remedies the PARTNER or Society may have with respect to each
other arlsing out of sither party’s performance of services or obligations hereunder shall survive
the expirstion or termination of this contract,

Relation to Partner
In performing services under this agreement, Society shall be an independent eontractor for the
PARTNER, and naither the Society noy its employees, shall under any circumstances, be
considered employees, servants, or agents of the PARTNER. The Society shall not be legally

responsible for any negligence or other wrongdoing by the PARTNER, its employces, sorvants,
or agents while performizg under this Agreerment.

The parties hereto have accepted, made, and executod this Agresment upon the terms, conditions
and provisions stated above.
