4. Request Consideration and Approval of Amending Ordinance 28-2004-One-Way 

Street-Chief Terry Moore 

• Chief Moore said Ordinance 28-2004 covers 7 ½ Street between Lincoln Avenue and 

the alley that runs north and south between 6 ½ Street and 7 ½ Street. This section of 

roadway is a one way from west to east.  From the alley to O Street is a two-way 

Street.  By ordinance, the city street should be at least 20 feet wide to be a two-way 

street.  Chief Moore said that 7 ½ Street should be a One-Way Street from East to 

West with a stop sign and additional One-Way signs.   

• Chief Moore stated there is a house at the T intersection which would make it 

difficult to turn left if the One-Way was to run West to East.  Steve Anderson, with 

Lincoln Plaza Pharmacy, mentioned that he had spoken with the property owner 

located at the northwest corner of the T intersection about widening the alley exit to 

make the right turn much easier.

Officer Chen will receive his full pay 

while on administrative leave. 

• Chief Moore stated that currently, the Bedford Police Department cannot 

accommodate Officer Chen in a different position.
